We the unde rs igned note that the current cuts to further and higher

education budgets have cost thousands of jobs already and that future cuts will
place tens of thousands more at risk. We further note that for the first time in
decades, our education system is shrinking and that a generation may be locked out
of the opportunities that education provides. We believe that education is a gateway

to aspiration and a powerhouse of future prosperity and we therefore call on

to join staff and students in the United for Education coalition, which includes
ATL, GMB, EIS, NUS, UCU, UNISON and UNITE, and to call on the government to
stop the cuts to further and higher education.
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
